PUBLIC NOTICE: VARIANCE 


The Historic Preservation Board of the City of Delray Beach, Florida, will conduct a public hearing on Wednesday, December 16, 2020 at 6:00 pm (or at any continuation of such meeting which is set by the HPB) to consider a variance request received from Eric and Rosita Gilbert, property owners. The a variance request is to Land Development Regulation 4.4.3(K) to allow a front porch to encroach 3’ -10 ½” into the required 30’ front setback of a non-contributing structure on the property located at 18 NE 7th Street, within the Del-Ida Park Historic District. The proposal includes the construction of a one-story addition on the property.
	
The subject property is legally described as:

The West 25’ of Lot 19 and all of Lot 20, Block 2, DEL IDA PARK, according to the Plat thereof, as recorded in Plat Book 9, Page 52, of the Public Records of Palm Beach County, Florida.

Pursuant to the Home Rule powers of the City (s. 2(b), Art.
